Even after a hundred years, the fabulous roaring twenties continue to 
capture the imagination. This was the era when the lavish art deco style 
emerged, inspired by the sparkling optimism and remarkable events of the 
time. The discovery of Tutankhamun’s tomb in Egypt’s Valley of the Kings, 
with its wealth of finely decorated furniture and objects, played a defining 
role in shaping the period’s aesthetic.

The Luxor collection draws inspiration from this vibrant period. Its geometric 
designs pay a warm tribute to Art Deco and its Egyptian influences, 
reinterpreting inlaid grass weaves with the most innovative printing 
techniques in a natural colour palette. Both the appearance and texture are 
exquisitely detailed and realistic, while a richly staged panorama completes 
the collection.

The Corium collection offers a contemporary interpretation of classical 
patterns from the Early Renaissance. Authentic historical motifs are subtly 
interwoven throughout the collection. Crafted from premium caprine leather, 
supple yet strong with a luxurious finish, the collection takes its name from 
the Latin word corium, underlining the very essence of leather.

Some designs feature a satin-finished surface, while others showcase lightly 
sanded nubuck. The leather is carefully cut, hand-stitched, and assembled 
into a powerful composition, upon which embroidery is applied. The result is 
an intriguing interplay between material and design, tradition and modernity.

In Greek mythology, Zephyros is the god of the west wind. Zephyr is 
derived from this name and represents a pleasant, gentle west wind. This 
wallcovering collection is inspired by that very idea. Each design seeks to 
embody, in its own way, the graceful movement of the wind, expressed 
through fluid forms and sweeping lines, as if a gentle breeze were drifting 
into the room.

The combination of distinctive materials such as natural sisal, velvety suede, 
and shimmering metallic foil enhances the the patterns, addign depth and 
tactility. In keeping with the theme, the Zephyr collection is rendered in a 
palette of warm earthy and airy tones.
